TEMPE, Ariz. — The deal that
would hitch US Airways and
America West has huge impli-
cations – for Charlotte, for pas-
sengers, for workers.

The pact would create what
the airlines say is the country’s
first national, full-service, low-
cost airline. Its biggest hub
would be in Charlotte.

After announcing the merger
Thursday, its two main archi-
tects – America West CEO
Doug Parker and US Airways
CEO Bruce Lakefield – talked
with the Observer separately at
America West’s headquarters.

Here’s an edited transcript of
their thoughts on the block-
buster deal:

Q. Where does Charlotte fit
into your plans for the new air-
line?

Parker: Charlotte is extremely
important to the plan. The
merged airline will have three
principal hubs – Philadelphia,
Charlotte and Phoenix – which
will be the real core of the air-
line, along with secondary hubs
in Pittsburgh and Las Vegas.

Q. Does the new airline really
need two East Coast hubs?

Parker: When they do as well
as Charlotte and Philadelphia,
yeah.

Q. Right now, US Airways in
Charlotte offers 577 daily
flights to 120 cities, has a
bunch of flights to the Caribbe-
an, a few to the West Coast, a
couple to Europe and relatively
high fares. What do you see
changing in Charlotte over the
next few years?

The revelation came last fall
when the plants couldn’t keep
up with demand for inmates’
size XXXX T-shirts, forcing
prison officials to seek an out-
side supplier. The lowest quote
was $1.70 each for shirts from
Bangladesh. That was nearly 40
percent less than $2.76 for tees
sewn by inmates, according to
an Observer review this spring
of purchasing documents.

Total taxpayer savings that

The discrepancy prompted

Correction Enterprises, which
operates N.C. prison factories,
farms and other inmate work
programs, to review the costs of
all goods sewn by inmates. As a
result, prisoners no longer

make some items – and the
state already saved nearly
$100,000 buying imported re-
placements.

The T-shirt order under-
scores the complexities of gov-

A condo project planned for
Plaza-Midwood will take what
urban planners call the ambience

of the street to
a new level.

Garage-like
eight-foot-by-
10-foot balcony
doors at
Central27 will
roll up and
“pull the ener-

gy of the street right into where
you live,” said Ray “Rip” Farris
III of Charlotte’s Tuscan Devel-
opment.

“Like cafes where you can sit
out in the street, these condo-
miniums will have interior per-
sonality that changes just by roll-
ing up the door,” he said.

Tuscan is teaming with Mark-
PiercePoole Properties, a Char-
lotte commercial real estate firm
on the $4.7 million project, diago-
nally across Central Avenue
from John’s Country Kitchen and
the Wachovia bank branch.

Farris said he saw roll-up
doors used similarly in 1991 in
Aspen, Colo.’s Harris Concert
Hall, a building he helped plan
just after completing his master’s
in architecture at the University
of Colorado.

The building was two-thirds
under ground, but the top floor
was above ground with doors
that rolled up, so people could

LINCOLNTON — Robert Add-
ington, convicted of murder,
methodically stitched button af-

ter button onto stacks of the
mud-brown shirts that are stan-
dard issue for N.C. inmates.

Lewis Gordon, also serving
time for murder at Lincoln Cor-
rectional Center, neatly aligned
and stitched shirt pockets in
place during a reporter’s March
visit to the state prison’s sewing
factory.

The two men, and about 40

others working
in the factory,
know that just
mouthing off to
plant bosses
can cost them
their jobs,
among the
most popular

in the prison system. Getting in
any trouble puts at risk jobs

paying up to $3 a day and the
chance to earn time off their
sentences. Losing a job also
means very long days with
nothing to do. 

“They say idle hands are the
devil’s workshop,” said John
Crow, who in September 2003
became superintendent of the
prison built in 1939 for inmates

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walk out onto the lawn, he said.
James Dudley, who headed

Central27’s architectural team at
Tobin Design, said their inspira-
tion for the roll-up doors came
from a project in Seattle.

The unconventional design
has struck a cord with buyers,
who reserved 20 of the 27 units
before the developers could un-
veil the project to the public.

Prices range from $128,000 to
$260,000. The average sales
price is $160,000, Tuscan says.

The developers plan 24 one-
bedroom condos. Twenty-three
will range from 550 to 680 square
feet and one will be 720 square
feet. Three two-bedroom units
will each total 1,240 square feet.

The project, to be started in

about three months and com-
pleted in spring 2006, will be the
first multifamily residential de-
velopment inside the Plaza Cen-
tral business district.

Urban planners and neighbor-
hood advocates generally have
supported such development
around Central Avenue between
uptown and Morningside Drive.

The Plaza Central business
district is at the junction of sev-
eral close-in neighborhoods:
Plaza-Midwood, Common-
wealth-Morningside, Belmont,
Elizabeth and Chantilly.

John Nichols, president of
Plaza Central Partners, a busi-
ness-oriented neighborhood or-
ganization, said he’s glad to see
condos in the heart of the com-
mercial strip.

“We call it Main Street USA
with the post office, the library,
the Harris Teeter, the bank – any-
thing you need,” he said. “People

at Central27 will be able to live,
literally, without a car.”

City planner Kent Main said
the project is consistent with
plans to reinforce older commer-
cial areas such as Plaza Central
as pedestrian-friendly areas.

The condos, next to the public
library branch, will replace a
building that housed Abra Cos-
tume Shop, which owner Shirley
Wensil closed in January.

Grey Poole of MarkPierce-
Poole said his firm contacted
Tuscan because of its experience
in Plaza-Midwood before acquir-
ing the costume shop property
for development.

Tuscan developed 20-unit
Kensington Court off Pecan Ave-
nue and 17-unit Hawthorne
Court at Hawthorne Lane’s
bridge over Independence Bou-
levard.

Three-story Central27 will be
unconventional in more ways

than roll-up doors.
Exterior colors will be bold –

yellow on the front, which faces
Central, and rosy red in back.

Interior ceilings will be nearly
11 feet high. Sprinkler-system
piping and ductwork will be ex-
posed. And kitchens and living
areas will have grids for low-
voltage pendant lighting.

Allison Merriman, Tuscan’s
project manager, said the devel-
opers will “soften” the sides of
the building by using wire or
mesh screening to encourage the
growth of climbing vines such as
ivy or akebia, a twining woody
vine with fragrant chocolate-
purple colored flowers.

On the front of the building,
she said, the developers will
work with an artist to create a fa-
cade that meshes with the char-
acter of the neighborhood, which
dates to the early 1900s.

“We may be setting the tone

for new residential development
in the heart of Plaza-Midwood,”
said commercial broker Poole.
“This will be a catalyst for addi-
tional development.”

He might be right. Neighbor-
hood leaders say they’ve heard
rumors of up to 200 more resi-

dential units in the planning
stages for Plaza-Midwood.

Carocon Corp. will be
Central27’s contractor. Tuscan
Development is handling sales.
